		  □	Windows, Linux, or Chrome OS: Press Ctrl + Shift + n

		  □	Mac: Press ⌘ + Shift + n

•	 Enable third-party cookies

•	 Disable any VPN or AV

•	 "Hard refresh" is always the first thing you should do! A hard refresh offers a quick and easy way to clear the browser's 		
	 cache for a specific page, forcing it to load the latest and greatest version of it. (Try up to 3 times.)

	 -	 Depending on your computer type, here is how you do a hard refresh:

		  □	Mac: Shift + Command + R

		  □	PC: CTRL + F5

•	 Browser extension can block a lot of things, so try to disable all and test (allow pop ups). Head into your browser  
	 settings, then click "extensions" and disable all extensions. Open an incognito window and reload the site here.

/ How do I view the presentation videos during the event days?

To join a live session, click on "Agenda" in the navigation bar at the top of the web page. Navigate to the current session 
by date and start time and click the red colored "Join Now" button. You will be directed to the session page with the 
live session. If you can't hear audio you can hover over the video and adjust your volume. If you continue to experience 
difficulties with viewing the live stream, please contact eventhelp@ansys.com.

/ Can I watch sessions post-event?
